A GRAVESTONE MADE OF WHEAT IS AN INNOVATIVE AND ECO-FRIENDLY APPROACH TO HONORING THE DECEASED, REFLECTING THE

DesiGN AND CONSTRUCTION oF WHEAT GRAVESTONES

CREATING A GRAVESTONE MADE FROM WHEAT INVOLVES A CAREFUL AND THOUGHTFUL PROCESS. HERE’S A BREAKDOWN OF HOW
THESE UNIQUE MEMORIALS ARE DESIGNED AND CONSTRUCTED.

1. SOURCING THE WHEAT

- ARTWORK: INCORPORATING ARTISTIC ELEMENTS SUCH AS CARVINGS OR ETCHINGS CAN ENHANCE THE GRAVESTONE’S AESTHETIC
APPEAL.

- NATURAL ACCENTS: ADDING FLOWERS, STONES, OR OTHER NATURAL MATERIALS CAN CREATE A HARMONIOUS DESIGN THAT
REFLECTS THE DECEASED’S PERSONALITY.



ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT OF WHEAT GRAVESTONES

ENHANCING SOIL HEALTH AND FERTILITY. THIS PROCESS SUPPORTS LOCAL ECOSYSTEMS AND PROMOTES BIODIVERSITY.

- ENCOURAGEMENT OF PLANT GROWTH: THE USE OF BIODEGRADABLE MATERIALS ENCOURAGES PLANT GROWTH IN CEMETERIES
CREATING A MORE NATURAL AND LUSH ENVIRONMENT AROUND BURIAL SITES.
