NEWFOUND ABILITIES.

3. THe CONSEQUENCES

HO\X/EVER, ANANSI’'S GREED AND ARROGANCE SOON LEAD HIM INTO TROUBLE. W/HEN HE USES THE STICK TO PLAY A
PARTICULARLY CRUEL TRICK ON A FRIEND, THE MAGIC BEGINS TO BACKFIRE. INSTEAD OF BRINGING HIMJOY, THE STICK CAUSES
CHAOS IN THE FOREST, LEADING TO UNINTENDED CONSEQUENCES. THE OTHER ANIMALS, ONCE IN AWE OF ANANSI, BECOME WARY
OF HIM, AND HE BEGINS TO FEEL ISOLATED.

4. THe LessoN LEARNED
