TYPES OF BEHAVIOR \W ORKSHEETS

ARE SOME COMMON TYPES!

1. EMOTION REGULATION \W ORKSHEETS

THESE WORKSHEETS HELP STUDENTS IDENTIFY THEIR EMOTIONS AND LEARN COPING STRATEGIES. THEY MAY INCLUDE ACTIVITIES
SUCH AS:

- DRAWING OR WRITING ABOUT THEIR FEELINGS

- MATCHING EMOTIONS WITH FACIAL EXPRESSIONS
- CREATING A “FEELINGS THERMOMETER” TO GAUGE THEIR EMOTIONAL STATE

2. SocIAL SKILLS W ORKSHEETS

SOCIAL SKILLS WORKSHEETS FOCUS ON DEVELOPING INTERPERSONAL SKILLS. ACTIVITIES MAY INCLUDE:
- ROLE-PLAYING SCENARIOS TO PRACTICE SHARING OR TAKING TURNS

- LISTING WAYS TO RESOLVE CONFLICTS WITH PEERS
- WRITING ABOUT A TIME THEY HELPED A FRIEND

3. BEHAVIOR REFLECTION \W ORKSHEETS

THESE WORKSHEETS ENCOURAGE STUDENTS TO REFLECT ON THEIR BEHAVIOR, BOTH POSITIVE AND NEGATIVE. THEY MIGHT
INVOLVE!

- IDENTIFYING A RECENT BEHAVIOR INCIDENT AND DISCUSSING WHAT HAPPENED
- WRITING ABOUT HOW THEY COULD HANDLE SIMILAR SITUATIONS DIFFERENTLY IN THE FUTURE
- SETTING GOALS FOR IMPROVING SPECIFIC BEHAVIORS

4. PosITIVE AFFIRMATION \X ORKSHEETS

POSITIVE AFFIRMATION \WORKSHEETS PROMOTE A GROW TH MINDSET AND SELF-ESTEEM. ACTIVITIES MAY INCLUDE:



- CREATING A LIST OF PERSONAL STRENGTHS AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS
- W/RITING AFFIRMATIONS TO BOOST CONFIDENCE
- [LLUSTRATING A “ME” POSTER THAT SHOWCASES THEIR TALENTS AND INTERESTS

How To IMPLEMENT BEHAVIOR \W ORKSHEETS EFFECTIVELY

TO MAXIMIZE THE BENEFITS OF BEHAVIOR WORKSHEETS FOR ELEMENTARY STUDENTS, EDUCATORS AND PARENTS SHOULD
CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING STRATEGIES:

1. CusToMize W orkSHEETS To FIT INDIVIDUAL NEEDS

NOT EVERY WORKSHEET WILL SUIT EVERY CHILD. T AILORING WORKSHEETS TO MATCH THE INTERESTS AND DEVELOPMENTAL
LEVELS OF STUDENTS CAN ENHANCE ENGAGEMENT AND EFFECTIVENESS. FOR EXAMPLE, USING FAMILIAR CHARACTERS OR THEMES
CAN MAKE THE ACTIVITIES MORE RELATABLE.

2. INTEGRATE W ORKSHEETS INTO DAILY ROUTINE

INCORPORATING BEHAVIOR WORKSHEETS INTO THE DAILY ROUTINE CAN HELP NORMALIZE THEIR USE. CONSIDER SETTING ASIDE
SPECIFIC TIMES EACH DAY OR WEEK FOR STUDENTS TO COMPLETE THEIR WORKSHEETS, MAKING IT A REGULAR PART OF THEIR
LEARNING EXPERIENCE.

3. ENCOURAGE PARENT INVOLVEMENT

PARENTS CAN REINFORCE THE SKILLS LEARNED IN SCHOOL BY USING BEHAVIOR WORKSHEETS AT HOME. PROVIDING PARENTS WITH
COPIES OF WORKSHEETS AND GUIDANCE ON HOW TO DISCUSS THEM WITH THEIR CHILDREN CAN BRIDGE THE GAP BETWEEN SCHOOL

o CELEBRATE PROGRESS: ACKNOWLEDGE WHEN STUDENTS MAKE POSITIVE CHANGES IN THEIR BEHAVIOR, NO MATTER HOW
SMALL. CELEBRATING PROGRESS CAN MOTIVATE THEM TO CONTINUE THEIR EFFORTS.



® MobDEL PosITIVE BEHAVIOR: DEMONSTRATE THE BEHAVIORS YOU WANT TO SEE IN YOUR STUDENTS. CHILDREN OFTEN
LEARN BY OBSERVING ADULTS, SO MODELING POSITIVE BEHAVIOR IS KEY.

o Use TECHNOLOGY: CONSIDER UTILIZING DIGITAL WORKSHEETS OR APPS THAT CAN PROVIDE INTERACTIVE AND ENGAGING
EXPERIENCES FOR STUDENTS.
