WHo IS ScoTT HAHN?

ScoTT HAHN IS A RENOWNED BIBLICAL SCHOLAR, AUTHOR, AND SPEAKER KNOWN FOR HIS ENGAGING STYLE AND PROFOUND



INSIGHTS INTO SCRIPTURE. HE WAS BORN IN 1957 IN THE UNITED STATES AND GREW UP IN A NON-CATHOLIC CHRISTIAN
ENVIRONMENT. HAHN RECEIVED HIS BACHELOR'S DEGREE IN PHILOSOPHY FROM GROVE CITY COLLEGE AND LATER EARNED HIS
MASTER’S DEGREE IN THEOLOGY FROM FRANCISCAN UNIVERSITY OF STEUBENVILLE. HIS ACADEMIC JOURNEY CULMINATED IN A
PH.D. IN THEOLOGY FROM MARQUETTE UNIVERSITY.

HAHN'S convErsION To CATHOLICISM IN 1986 wAS PIVOTAL, NOT ONLY FOR HIM PERSONALLY BUT ALSO FOR THE BROADER
CATHOLIC COMMUNITY. HIS TRANSITION FROM PROTESTANTISM TO CATHOLICISM WAS DRIVEN BY A DESIRE TO FULLY EMBRACE
THE TEACHINGS OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH, PARTICULARLY REGARDING THE INTERPRETATION OF SCRIPTURE. HE HAS SINCE
DEDICATED HIS LIFE TO EXPLAINING CATHOLIC DOCTRINE THROUGH A BIBLICAL LENS, MAKING THE SCRIPTURES ACCESSIBLE AND
RELEVANT TO MODERN BELIEVERS.

THE IMPORTANCE OF SCRIPTURE IN CATHOLICISM

IN CATHOLICISM, THE BIBLE IS REGARDED AS THE INSPIRED W/ ORD OF GOD. |T SERVES AS A FOUNDATION FOR FAITH AND
PRACTICE, GUIDING BELIEVERS IN THEIR SPIRITUAL JOURNEYS. THE CHURCH TEACHES THAT SCRIPTURE AND TRADITION ARE

Key CONTRIBUTIONS OF SCOTT HAHN TO SCRIPTURE STUDY

WITH HUMANITY UNFOLDS THROUGH A SERIES OF COVENANTS, CULMINATING IN THE New COVENANT ESTABLISHED THROUGH
JESUS CHRIST. HAHN’S INSIGHTS INTO COVENANT THEOLOGY HELP BELIEVERS APPRECIATE THE SIGNIFICANCE OF BIBLICAL EVENTS
AND THEIR IMPLICATIONS FOR THE CHURCH TODAY.

3. ENGAGING RESOURCES

METHODS AND APPROACHES TO SCRIPTURE STUDY

HAHN'S METHODS FOR SCRIPTURE STUDY EMPHASIZE A HOLISTIC APPROACH THAT INTEGRATES PRAYER, HISTORICAL CONTEXT,
AND THEOLOGICAL REFLECTION.

3. THEOLOGICAL REFLECTION

HAHN ADVOCATES FOR A THEOLOGICAL REFLECTION THAT CONSIDERS HOW THE SCRIPTURES RELATE TO THE BROADER
TEACHINGS OF THE CHURCH. THIS INVOLVES EXAMINING HOW SPECIFIC PASSAGES CONNECT TO KEY CATHOLIC DOCTRINES, SUCH
AS THE SACRAMENTS, THE ROLE OF MARY/ AND THE NATURE OF THE CHURCH.

4. COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

HAHN EMPHASIZES THE IMPORT ANCE OF STUDYING SCRIPTURE WITHIN A COMMUNITY. HE ENCOURAGES PARTICIPATION IN BIBLE
STUDY GROUPS, WHERE BELIEVERS CAN SHARE INSIGHTS, ASK QUESTIONS, AND SUPPORT ONE ANOTHER IN THEIR SPIRITUAL
JOURNEYS. THIS COMMUNAL APPROACH FOSTERS A DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF THE SCRIPTURES AND ITS APPLICATION IN
EVERYDAY LIFE.
