2. Convert fractions:

\frac{3K4} = \frac{9K12}, \quad \frac{2}{3} = \frac{8}{12}

\

3. Add:

\[

\frac{9K{12} + \frac{8}{12} = \frac{17}{12} \quad \text{or} \quad 1 \frac{5}{12}
\

4. Measurement and Data

In this area, students learn to:

- Convert units of measurement (e.g., inches to feet)
- Calculate the volume of rectangular prisms

- Represent and interpret data using graphs and charts



Example Problem:

Find the volume of a rectangular prism with length 5 cm, width 4 cm, and height 3 cm.

Solution:

Use the formula for volume:

\[

Volume = Length \times Width \times Height

\

\[

Volume = 5 \times 4 \times 3 = 60 \text{ cm}"3

\

5. Geometry

Fifth graders explore geometric concepts such as:
- Classifying two-dimensional figures
- Understanding the properties of shapes

- Analyzing the attributes of three-dimensional figures

Example Problem:

Classify the following triangle: It has sides of lengths 5 cm, 5 cm, and 8 cm.

Solution:

Since two sides are equal, this triangle is classified as an isosceles triangle.
