- | NEED TO BUY EGGS, MILK, BREAD, AND CHEESE.

2. Berore CoOORDINATING CONJUNCTIONS

COMMAS ARE USED BEFORE COORDINATING CONJUNCTIONS (FOR, AND, NOR, BUT, OR, YET, SO) WHEN THEY JOIN TWO
INDEPENDENT CLAUSES. FOR INSTANCE:
- | WANTED TO GO FOR A WALK, BUT IT STARTED TO RAIN.

3. SETTING OFF INTRODUCTORY ELEMENTS

INTRODUCTORY PHRASES OR CLAUSES SHOULD BE FOLLOWED BY A COMMA TO SEPARATE THEM FROM THE MAIN CLAUSE:
- AFTER DINNER, WE WENT FOR A WALK.

4. ENCLOSING NONESSENTIAL INFORMATION

COMMAS ARE USED TO SET OFF NONESSENTIAL CLAUSES OR PHRASES THAT ADD INFORMATION BUT ARE NOT CRUCIAL TO THE
MEANING OF THE SENTENCE:
- My BROTHER, WHO LIVES IN New YORK, IS VISITING US NEXT WEEK.

5. DIRecT ADDRESS

\W/HEN ADDRESSING SOMEONE DIRECTLY IN A SENTENCE, A COMMA IS NEEDED:
- CAN YOU HELP ME WITH THIS, SARAH?

6. DATES AND ADDRESSES

COMMAS ARE USED IN DATES AND ADDRESSES TO SEPARATE ELEMENTS:
- SHE WAS BORN ONJuLY 4, 1990, INBosToN, MASSACHUSETTS.
