DALLAS EXPERIENCES A HUMID SUBTROPICAL CLIMATE, CHARACTERIZED BY HOT SUMMERS AND MILD WINTERS. HERE'S WHAT YoU

- SUMMER (JUNE TO AUGUST): TEMPERATURES CAN SOAR ABOVE 95°F. HUMIDITY LEVELS CAN BE HIGH, MAKING IT FEEL EVEN
HOTTER.

- FALL (SepTeMBER TO NOVEMBER): THIS SEASON BRINGS COOLER TEMPERATURES, AVERAGING BETWEEN 60°F Anp 8(0°F,
MAKING IT A GREAT TIME FOR OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES.

- WINTER (DECEMBER TO FEBRUARY): W/INTERS ARE GENERALLY MILD, WITH TEMPERATURES RANGING FROM 30°F To 60°F.
SNOW IS RARE BUT CAN OCCASIONALLY OCCUR.

- SPRING (MARCH TO MAY): SPRINGTIME FEATURES PLEASANT WEATHER, WITH TEMPERATURES RANGING FROM 50°F To 80°F.
HOWEVER, THIS SEASON IS ALSO KNOWN FOR SEVERE THUNDERSTORMS.
