CREATING AN EFFECTIVE ENGLISH SPEAKING PRACTICE SCRIPT

W/HEN IT COMES TO CREATING A PRACTICE SCRIPT, THERE ARE SEVERAL FACTORS TO CONSIDER. HERE’S A STEP-BY-STEP GUIDE
TO HELP YOU CREATE AN EFFECTIVE ENGLISH SPEAKING PRACTICE SCRIPT:

1. IDENTIFY Y OUR PURPOSE

BEFORE YOU BEGIN WRITING YOUR SCRIPT, DETERMINE THE PRIMARY GOAL OF YOUR PRACTICE. ARE YOU PREPARING FOR A
SPECIFIC SITUATION, SUCH AS A JOB INTERVIEW OR A SOCIAL GATHERING? KNOWING YOUR PURPOSE WILL HELP YOU FOCUS ON
RELEVANT VOCABULARY AND PHRASES.

2. CHoose A ToPIC

SELECT A TOPIC THAT INTERESTS YOU OR IS RELEVANT TO YOUR PRACTICE GOAL. SOME POPULAR TOPICS INCLUDE:

® YOUR HOBBIES AND INTERESTS
o CURRENT EVENTS

e TRAVEL EXPERIENCES

o CAREER ASPIRATIONS

o CULTURAL DIFFERENCES

3. WRITE THE SCRIPT

BEGIN WRITING YOUR SCRIPT BY OUTLINING THE KEY POINTS YOU WANT TO COVER. LUSE A CONVERSATIONAL TONE AND INCLUDE
COMMON PHRASES OR IDIOMATIC EXPRESSIONS THAT YOU MIGHT ENCOUNTER IN REAL-LIFE CONVERSATIONS. HERE’S A SIMPLE
STRUCTURE TO FOLLOW:

- INTRODUCTION: START WITH A BRIEF INTRODUCTION OF YOURSELF OR THE TOPIC.



- MAIN PoINTS: DIVIDE THE CONTENT INTO CLEAR SECTIONS WITH MAIN POINTS AND SUPPORTING DETAILS.
- CONCLUSION: SUMMARIZE YOUR MAIN POINTS AND SHARE YOUR THOUGHTS OR FEELINGS ABOUT THE TOPIC.

4. INCORPORATE QUESTIONS

T O MAKE YOUR PRACTICE MORE INTERACTIVE, INCLUDE QUESTIONS THAT YOU CAN ASK YOURSELF OR A PARTNER. THIS WILL
HELP SIMULATE A REAL CONVERSATION. FOR EXAMPLE:

- WHAT DO YOU THINK ABOUT [ToPIC]?
- How HAS YOUR EXPERIENCE BEEN WITH [RELATED SUBJECT?
- WHAT WOULD YOU RECOMMEND TO SOMEONE INTERESTED IN [ToPIC]?

5. EpiIT AND REFINE

AFTER WRITING YOUR SCRIPT, REVIEW IT FOR CLARITY AND COHERENCE. MAKE SURE THAT THE LANGUAGE IS APPROPRIATE FOR
YOUR PROFICIENCY LEVEL AND ADJUST ANY COMPLEX PHRASES OR VOCABULARY AS NEEDED.

GoaALs).”

CONCLUSION:
“| APPRECIATE THE OPPORTUNITY TO INTERVIEW FOR THIS POSITION. | LOOK FORWARD TO CONTRIBUTING TO [CoMPANY NAME]
AND AM EAGER TO BRING MY SKILLS TO YOUR TEAM.”

ExAMPLE 2: TALKING ABoUT HoBBIES

INTRODUCTION:
“Hil ToDAY I’D LIKE TO TALK ABOUT MY FAVORITE HOBBY, WHICH IS [ Y oUR HoBBY].”

MAIN POINTS:
- WHAT IT Is: “l eNyJoY [HoBBY] BECAUSE IT ALLOWS ME TO [REASON].”
- How | GoT STARTED: “| STARTED [HoBBY] WHEN | WAS [AGE OR TIME], AND IT HAS BEEN A REWARDING EXPERIENCE.”



- BENEFITS: “THIS HOBBY HAS HELPED ME [BENEFITS SUCH AS RELAXATION, SKILL DEVELOPMENT, SOCIALIZING].”
CoNcLUSION:

“IN CONCLUSION, | HIGHLY RECOMMEND [HOBBY] TO ANYONE LOOKING TO [BENEFITS]. IT°S A GREAT WAY TO SPEND YOUR TIME
AND MEET NEW PEOPLE.”

PRACTICING WITH A PARTNER

LEVEL. HERE ARE SOME TIPS FOR PRACTICING WITH A PARTNER:

1. RoLe-PLAYING

T AKE TURNS ACTING OUT DIFFERENT SCENARIOS. THIS CAN HELP YOU GET COMFORTABLE WITH RESPONDING TO UNEXPECTED
QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS.

2. ProVIDE FEEDBACK

AFTER EACH PRACTICE SESSION, PROVIDE CONSTRUCTIVE FEEDBACK TO EACH OTHER. Focus oN PRONUNCIATION, CLARITY, AND
THE USE OF APPROPRIATE VOCABULARY.

3. RecorD YOUR SESSIONS

RECORDING YOUR SPEAKING PRACTICE CAN BE AN EFFECTIVE WAY TO TRACK YOUR PROGRESS. LISTENING TO YOURSELF WILL
HELP YOU IDENTIFY AREAS FOR IMPROVEMENT.
