UNITED STATES. THE TERM HAS EVOLVED OVER TIME AND REMAINS A SIGNIFICANT PART OF AMERICAN POLITICAL DISCOURSE.

of THE CivIL W AR AND THE ABOLITION OF SLAVERY. BY THE 1880s, THE TERM WAS COMMONLY USED IN NEWSPAPERS AND
OTHER MEDIA TO CELEBRATE THE PARTY'S LEGACY.

THE EvoLuTioN oF THE GOP

OVER THE YEARS, THE GOP HAS UNDERGONE SIGNIFICANT TRANSFORMATIONS IN ITS IDEOLOGY AND ELECTORAL STRATEGIES.

IN THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY, THE REPUBLICAN PARTY EMBRACED PROGRESSIVE REFORMS, FOCUSING ON ISSUES SUCH AS LABOR
RIGHTS, WOMEN'S SUFFRAGE, AND THE REGULATION OF MONOPOLIES. PRESIDENTS LIKE THEODORE ROOSEVELT CHAMPIONED
THESE CAUSES, FURTHER SOLIDIFYING THE PARTY’'S PLACE IN AMERICAN HISTORY.

3. THE New DEAL AND AFTERMATH

CONSERVATIVE ECONOMIC POLICIES, A STRONG NATIONAL DEFENSE, AND A ROLLBACK OF GOVERNMENT REGULATIONS. His
CHARISMATIC LEADERSHIP REVITALIZED THE PARTY AND ATTRACTED A DIVERSE COALITION, INCLUDING TRADITIONAL

o Lower TAXES: THE PARTY FAVORS TAX CUTS AS A MEANS TO STIMULATE THE ECONOMY, ARGUING THAT LOWER
TAXES PROMOTE INVESTMENT AND JOB CREATION.

INFLUENCE AND IMPACT ON AMERICAN PoOLITICS
