o CANADA: CANADIAN THANKSGIVING IS CELEBRATED ON THE SECOND MONDAY IN OCTOBER, REFLECTING A SIMILAR
HARVEST TRADITION.

o GERMANY: ERNTEDANKFEST, OR HARVEST FESTIVAL, OCCURS IN SEPTEMBER OR OCTOBER AND CELEBRATES THE HARVEST
WITH MUSIC, DANCING, AND A FEAST.



o KoRreA: CHUSEOK IS A HARVEST FESTIVAL CELEBRATED IN LATE SEPTEMBER OR EARLY OCTOBER/ EMPHASIZING FAMILY
GATHERINGS AND ANCESTRAL W ORSHIP.

THESE CUSTOMS HIGHLIGHT THE UNIVERSAL THEME OF GRATITUDE AND THE IMPORTANCE OF COMMUNITY, NO MATTER THE
CULTURAL CONTEXT.

How To SAY “HAaPpY THANKSGIVING” IN DIFFERENT LANGUAGES

BELOW IS A COMPILATION OF HOW TO EXPRESS YOUR GRATITUDE DURING THANKSGIVING IN VARIOUS LANGUAGES, ALONG WITH

IN PORTUGUESE, THE PHRASE IS “FeLiz DIA DE Al o DE GrAP] As.”
- PRONUNCIATION: FEH-LEEZ DEE-AH JEE AH-SOWN DEH GRAH-SAHS

6. DuTcH

INDUTCH, You CAN SAY “FNE THANKSGIVING.”
- PRONUNCIATION: FAY-NUH THANGS-GEE-VING

7. RussiaN
IN RUSSIAN, YOU WOULD SAY [l 1" (SCHASTLIVC

- PRONUNCIATION: SHAS-LEE-VOH-GOH DNYA BLAH-GOH-DAH-REN-YA



8. CHINESE
IN MANDARIN CHINESE, IT 1S “[7] “(GR NE NJIP] KUR IR ).

- PRONUNCIATION: GAHN-EN JYEH KW AI-LUH

Q. JAPANESE
INJAPANESE, IT’S EXPRESSED AS "'[7] “ (KANSHASA|I OMEDETOU GOZAIMASU).

- PRONUNCIATION: KAHN-SHAH-SIGH OH-MEH-DEH-TOH GOH-ZAH-EE-MAS

10. KoreaN

IN KOREAN, YOU CAN SAY “P] “ (CHuseok GAMSAHAMNIDA).
- PRONUNCIATION: CHOO-SEOK GAM-SAH-HAM-NI-DA

THANKSGIVING TRADITIONS AROUND THE W ORLD

\WHILE THE PHRASE “HAPPY THANKSGIVING” MAY DIFFER ACROSS LANGUAGES, THE TRADITIONS AND PRACTICES THAT
ACCOMPANY THESE CELEBRATIONS OFTEN SHARE COMMON ELEMENTS OF GRATITUDE, FAMILY, AND FEASTING. HERE ARE SOME
UNIQUE CUSTOMS FROM VARIOUS CULTURES:

UNITED STATES AND CANADA

- TURKEY DINNER: THE CENTERPIECE OF THE AMERICAN THANKSGIVING FEAST IS TYPICALLY ROASTED TURKEY, ACCOMPANIED BY
STUFFING, CRANBERRY SAUCE, MASHED POTATOES, AND PUMPKIN PIE.

- PARADES AND FOOTBALL: MANY CITIES HOST THANKSGIVING DAY PARADES, WHILE FOOTBALL GAMES ARE A STAPLE OF THE
HOLIDAY TRADITIONS.

GERMANY

- HARVEST FESTIVALS: ERNTEDANKFEST INVOLVES DECORATING CHURCHES WITH HARVESTED CROPS AND CELEBRATING WITH
MUSIC, DANCE, AND FEASTING.
- GRATITUDE RITUALS: PEOPLE OFTEN EXPRESS THANKS FOR THE HARVEST AND THE ABUNDANCE OF FOOD.

Korea

- CHUSEOK RITUALS: FAMILIES HONOR THEIR ANCESTORS BY VISITING THEIR GRAVES AND PREPARING TRADITIONAL FOODS LIKE
SONGPYEON (RICE CAKES).
- FAMILY GATHERINGS: |T IS A TIME FOR FAMILIES TO COME TOGETHER AND SHARE MEALS, REFLECTING ON THEIR BLESSINGS.

JAPAN

- CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE OF THANKFULNESS: W/HILE NOT A TRADITIONAL HOLIDAY, MANYJAPANESE PEOPLE EXPRESS
GRATITUDE DURING THE HARVEST SEASON, PARTICULARLY DURING THE RICE HARVEST.
- FAMILY MEALS: SHARING MEALS WITH FAMILY MEMBERS IS INTEGRAL, ECHOING THE ESSENCE OF THANKSGIVING.
