CreaTIVE WRITING PROMPTS

W/RITING IS AN ESSENTIAL PART OF LANGUAGE ARTS, AND CREATIVE WRITING PROMPTS CAN INSPIRE STUDENTS TO UNLEASH
THEIR IMAGINATIONS. HERE ARE SOME HALLOWEEN-THEMED WRITING PROMPTS THAT CAN EXCITE AND MOTIVATE STUDENTS.



1. SPOOKY STORY STARTERS

ENCOURAGE STUDENTS TO WRITE SHORT SPOOKY STORIES USING THESE STARTER SENTENCES:

- "AS THE CLOCK STRUCK MIDNIGHT, | HEARD A STRANGE NOISE COMING FROM THE ATTIC...”
- "THE OLD, CREAKY HOUSE ON THE CORNER OF MAPLE STREET HAD ALWAYS BEEN RUMORED TO BE HAUNTED...”
- | NEVER BELIEVED IN GHOSTS UNTIL THE NIGHT | SAW ONE IN MY BEDROOM...”

THESE PROMPTS CAN HELP STUDENTS TAP INTO THEIR CREATIVE POTENTIAL WHILE PRACTICING NARRATIVE WRITING SKILLS.

2. HALLOWEEN POETRY

INTRODUCE STUDENTS TO VARIOUS FORMS OF POETRY, SUCH AS HAIKUS, ACROSTICS, OR FREE VERSE, USING HALLOWEEN AS
THE THEME. FOR EXAMPLE, STUDENTS CAN WRITE AN ACROSTIC POEM USING THE WORD “SPOOKY":

- S: SHADOWS LURKING IN THE NIGHT,

- P: PUMPKINS GLOWING, A FRIENDLY SIGHT.
- O: OWLS HOOTING, A HAUNTING CALL,

- O: OPEN DOORS, WILL THEY FALL?

- K: KIDS IN COSTUMES, RUNNING FAST,

= Y: YELLING, “TRICK OR TREAT!” AT LAST.

THIS ACTIVITY NOT ONLY ENHANCES THEIR UNDERSTANDING OF POETIC STRUCTURES BUT ALSO ENCOURAGES THEM TO EXPRESS
THEIR THOUGHTS AND FEELINGS ABOUT HALLOWEEN.

DISCUSSION AND COMPREHENSION SKILLS.

4. CHARACTER ANALYSIS

SELECT A HALLOWEEN STORY AND GUIDE STUDENTS IN ANALYZING THE CHARACTERS. STUDENTS CAN EXPLORE CHARACTER
TRAITS, MOTIVATIONS, AND CHANGES THROUGHOUT THE STORY. PROVIDE A CHARACTER ANALYSIS WORKSHEET THAT PROMPTS
THEM TO ANSWER QUESTIONS SUCH AS:

- \WHAT ARE THE MAIN CHARACTER'S STRENGTHS AND WEAKNESSES?
- How DOES THE CHARACTER CHANGE FROM THE BEGINNING TO THE END OF THE STORY?



- WHAT CAN WE LEARN FROM THIS CHARACTER’S EXPERIENCES?

THIS ACTIVITY ENHANCES CRITICAL THINKING AND HELPS STUDENTS DELVE DEEPER INTO THE LITERATURE.

V OCABULARY BUILDING

HALLOWEEN IS RICH WITH UNIQUE VOCABULARY THAT CAN ENHANCE STUDENTS' LANGUAGE SKILLS. INCORPORATE VOCABULARY
BUILDING INTO YOUR LESSON PLANS WITH THESE ACTIVITIES:

5. HALLOWEEN VocABULARY WORD W ALL

CREATE A WORD WALL FEATURING HALLOWEEN-RELATED VOCABULARY. SOME EXAMPLE WORDS ARE:

- GOBLIN

- JACK-O'-LANTERN

ENCOURAGE STUDENTS TO USE THESE WORDS IN SENTENCES OR SHORT STORIES. AS THEY SHARE, DISCUSS THEIR MEANINGS AND
USAGE TO REINFORCE COMPREHENSION.

6. HALLOWEEN VocABULARY GAMES

UTILIZE GAMES TO MAKE VOCABULARY LEARNING FUN. HERE ARE A FEW IDEAS:

- WoRrD SEARCH: CREATE A HALLOWEEN-THEMED WORD SEARCH USING VOCABULARY WORDS.

- BINGO: PREPARE BINGO CARDS WITH HALLOWEEN WORDS. CALL OUT DEFINITIONS, AND STUDENTS MUST FIND THE
CORRESPONDING WORD.

- PICTIONARY: HAVE STUDENTS DRAW HALLOWEEN VOCABULARY WORDS WHILE THEIR CLASSMATES GUESS WHAT THEY ARE.

THESE GAMES PROMOTE ENGAGEMENT AND HELP REINFORCE VOCABULARY IN AN ENJOYABLE MANNER.

LISTENING AND SPEAKING ACTIVITIES

LISTENING AND SPEAKING ARE VITAL COMPONENTS OF LANGUAGE ARTS. HALLOWEEN-THEMED ACTIVITIES CAN ENHANCE THESE
SKILLS IN A FUN WAY.

7. HALLOWEEN STORYTELLING CIRCLE

ORGANIZE A STORYTELLING CIRCLE WHERE STUDENTS CAN SHARE THEIR OWN SPOOKY STORIES OR RECOUNT A HALLOWEEN TALE
THEY’VE READ. SET GUIDELINES FOR HOW LONG EACH STUDENT CAN SPEAK AND ENCOURAGE THE AUDIENCE TO LISTEN ACTIVELY.
AFTER EACH STORY, FACILITATE A DISCUSSION BY ASKING:

- WHAT WAS THE MOST EXCITING PART OF THE STORY?
- How DID THE STORY MAKE YOU FEEL?
- WHAT WOULD YOU CHANGE IF YOU WERE THE AUTHOR?



THIS ACTIVITY FOSTERS LISTENING SKILLS AND ENCOURAGES STUDENTS TO THINK CRITICALLY ABOUT STORYTELLING.

8. HALLOWEEN DEBATE

HosT A HALLOWEEN-THEMED DEBATE ON FUN TOPICS SUCH AS:

- “"HALLOWEEN IS BETTER THAN CHRISTMAS.”
- "CANDY CORN IS THE BEST HALLOWEEN TREAT.”
- "TRICK-OR-TREATING SHOULD BE ALLOWED FOR TEENAGERS.”

DIVIDE STUDENTS INTO TEAMS, ALLOWING THEM TO RESEARCH AND PREPARE ARGUMENTS. THIS ENHANCES THEIR SPEAKING SKILLS
CRITICAL THINKING, AND ABILITY TO ARTICULATE THEIR THOUGHTS CLEARLY.

STUDENTS CAN CREATE MASKS OF THEIR FAVORITE HALLOWEEN CHARACTERS FROM STORIES THEY’VE READ. WHILE CRAFTING,
ENCOURAGE THEM TO THINK ABOUT THE CHARACTER'S TRAITS AND MOTIVATIONS. AFTER\X/ARD, STUDENTS CAN PRESENT THEIR
CHARACTERS TO THE CLASS, EXPLAINING THEIR SIGNIFICANCE IN THE STORY.
