~/Library/Preferences/com.dropbox.plist

~/Library/Caches/com.dropbox

~/Library/Logs/Dropbox

~/Library/WebKit/com.dropbox

If you find any files or folders related to Dropbox, move them to the Trash.4.

Removing Dropbox from System Preferences

If you have integrated Dropbox into your System Preferences, you may want to remove it from there
as well:

Click on the Apple icon in the top-left corner of your screen.1.

Select "System Preferences" from the dropdown menu.2.

Look for "Extensions" or "Internet Accounts" depending on your macOS version.3.

If you see Dropbox listed, select it and click the minus (-) button to remove it.4.
