Cast on:
Pasition your KB Sock Loom with the long skde to the front and the wing nut on the opposite side
Cast on your stitches beginning with the first stitch, This will be the peg that is on the long side
pdjacent to the slider pegs. This 5 always going 1o be your starting peg
1. Tie a slip knot onlo this st peg, and wrappeng in a counber clockwkse mobon, wiap aach peg
o and
2. Tofnish the cast on, wrap each peg one mone time to creale two loops on each peg. You can
also just complete the cast on with the flat stitch.
3. Work these stitches by lifting the bottom loop over the lop, leaving one loop on peg. There is a
grotve in each pin 1o assist the kndl hook in kfting the kbops.

Cuff:

Work in Rib stitch by knitting a combination of 2 stiches. Purl Stitch (2), Knit Stich or Flat stitch (2)
around the loom until cuff is the desired kength.
