HISTORY OF JUNETEENTH

WHAT IS JUNETEENTH?

JUNETEENTH IS A HOLIDAY COMMEMORATING THE EMANCIPATION OF ENSLAVED AFRICAN AMERICANS IN THE UNITED STATES. IT
SPECIFICALLY MARKS THE DAY—JUNE 19, 18 65—WHEN UNION SOLDIERS ARRIVED IN GALVESTON, TEXAS, AND ANNOUNCED
THE END OF THE CIVIL W/ AR AND THE FREEDOM OF ALL ENSLAVED PEOPLE IN THE STATE.

WHY IS JUNE 19TH SIGNIFICANT?

JUNE 19 TH IS SIGNIFICANT BECAUSE IT REPRESENTS THE DAY WHEN THE LAST ENSLAVED INDIVIDUALS IN THE UNITED STATES
WERE INFORMED OF THEIR FREEDOM. DESPITE THE EMANCIPATION PROCLAMATION, WHICH TOOK EFFECT ON JANUARY 1, 1863,
ENFORCEMENT WAS WEAK IN MANY AREAS, ESPECIALLY IN THE SOUTH. TEXAS, BEING RELATIVELY ISOLATED AND UNDER
CONFEDERATE CONTROL, DID NOT SEE THE FULL EFFECTS OF EMANCIPATION UNTIL JUNE 19, 1865.

How DID JUNETEENTH START?

THE ORIGINS OF JUNETEENTH CAN BE TRACED BACK TO THE LAST DAYS OF THE CiviL WAR. ONJUNe 19, 1865, Major
GENERAL GORDON GRANGER LANDED IN GALVESTON WITH UNION TROOPS AND ISSUED GENERAL ORDER NO. 3, WHICH
PROCLAIMED FREEDOM FOR ALL ENSLAVED PEOPLE IN TEXAS. THIS ANNOUNCEMENT WAS THE FIRST TIME MANY ENSLAVED
INDIVIDUALS LEARNED OF THEIR FREEDOM.



SIGNIFICANCE OF JUNETEENTH

\WHY IS JUNETEENTH CONSIDERED THE “SECOND INDEPENDENCE DAY"'?

JUNETEENTH IS OFTEN REFERRED TO AS THE “SECOND INDEPENDENCE DAY” BECAUSE IT SYMBOLIZES AFRICAN AMERICANS' LONG
STRUGGLE FOR FREEDOM AND EQUALITY. WHILE JuLY 4TH, 1776, CELEBRATES THE INDEPENDENCE OF THE UNITED STATES,
JUNETEENTH MARKS THE REALIZATION OF THAT INDEPENDENCE FOR ENSLAVED PEOPLE. |T SERVES AS A REMINDER OF THE
CONTINUING FIGHT FOR CIVIL RIGHTS AND SOCIAL JUSTICE.

\WHAT DOES JUNETEENTH REPRESENT TODAY?

TODAY,JUNETEENTH REPRESENTS NOT ONLY THE END OF SLAVERY BUT ALSO THE ONGOING STRUGGLE FOR EQUALITY AND
JUSTICE. |T IS A DAY TO REFLECT ON THE HISTORY OF AFRICAN AMERICANS, CELEBRATE THEIR CULTURE, AND ACKNOWLEDGE THE
WORK THAT STILL NEEDS TO BE DONE TO ACHIEVE TRUE EQUALITY.

How 1S JUNETEENTH CELEBRATED?

JUNETEENTH IS CELEBRATED IN VARIOUS WAYS ACROSS THE UNITED STATES, INCLUDING!

1. COMMUNITY FESTIVALS: MANY CITIES HOLD PARADES, MUSIC FESTIVALS, AND COMMUNITY GATHERINGS TO CELEBRATE

YES, JUNETEENTH BECAME A FEDERAL HOLIDAY ONJUNE 17, 2021, WHEN PRESIDENT JOE BIDEN SIGNED THE JUNETEENTH
