REQUIREMENTS FOR A CLASS E LICENSE

To QUALIFY FOR A Missourl CLASS E LICENSE, APPLICANTS MUST MEET SEVERAL CRITERIA:

1. AGE: YOU MUST BE AT LEAST 2 1 YEARS OLD TO APPLY FOR A CLASS E LICENSE.

2. DRIVER’s LICENSE: YOU MUST HOLD A VALID MISSOURI DRIVER’S LICENSE.

3. BAckGROUND CHECK: A CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK MAY BE REQUIRED, FOCUSING ON ANY FELONIES OR SERIOUS OFFENSES.
4. MepicAL EXAMINATION: SOME APPLICANTS MAY NEED TO UNDERGO A MEDICAL EXAMINATION TO ENSURE THEY MEET HEALTH
STANDARDS REQUIRED FOR DRIVING.

5. WRITTEN TEST: SUCCESSFULLY PASSING THE WRITTEN TEST IS MANDATORY.

2. WHEN MUST YOU USE YOUR TURN SIGNALS?

- ANSWER: YOU MUST USE YOUR TURN SIGNALS AT LEAST 100 FEET BEFORE TURNING OR CHANGING LANES TO ALERT OTHER
DRIVERS OF YOUR INTENTIONS.

3. WHAT SHOULD YOU DO IF YOU ENCOUNTER AN EMERGENCY VEHICLE WITH ITS LIGHTS
FLASHING?

- ANSWER: YOU ARE REQUIRED TO PULL OVER TO THE RIGHT SIDE OF THE ROAD AND STOP UNTIL THE EMERGENCY VEHICLE HAS
PASSED.

4. \W/HAT IS THE PROPER WAY TO SECURE PASSENGERS IN YOUR VEHICLE?

- ANSWER: ALL PASSENGERS MUST WEAR SEAT BELTS. CHILDREN UNDER THE AGE OF 8 MUST BE SECURED IN AN APPROPRIATE
CHILD SAFETY SEAT.

5. How FAR MUST YOU STOP FROM A SCHOOL BUS DISPLAYING A STOP SIGN?

- ANSWER: YOU MUST STOP AT LEAST 20 FEET AWAY FROM A SCHOOL BUS THAT HAS ITS STOP SIGN EXTENDED.
